Pursuant to section 393 of the Management and Budget Act, an administrative transfer
may be disapproved within 30 days of notification of the transfers and, if disapproved within that time
period, the transfers do not become effective. This transfer package is scheduled to be considered by
the House Appropriations Committee on Wednesday, November 13, 2013.

As shown in the attached table, the transfers in this package total $60.6 million, which will shift
0.12% of total appropriations within the existing FY 2012-13 year-to-date state budget.
