• On January 17, 2010, the two departments were merged into one 
new department, the Department of Natural Resources and 
Environment (DNRE), in accordance with Executive Order 2009-45.

• FY 2009-10 the DNRE budget totals $706,428,100.

• Although the two departments were officially merged in January 
of 2010, this presentation shows the Departments’ appropriations
separately, mirroring the budget bill’s appropriation structure for 
FY 2010.
