Requires probation information be placed on LEIN; requires submission of any statutory amendments necessary
to accomplish that goal.

Sec. 401. Secondary Road Patrol and Training Fund
Requires quarterly report on fund collections and grant allotments, including comparisons of revenue collections
to grant distributions, current-year appropriation levels, and prior-year expenditure levels.

Requires Department to distribute its protocol for retaining and purging DNA samples and records to each police
agency in state; requires report to Legislature whenever changes are made to protocol.
