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(3) In addition to the money appropriated in part 1, 
the department may receive and expend money 
from local, private, federal, or state sources for the 
purpose of providing emergency management 
training to local or private interests and for the 
purpose of supporting emergency preparedness, 
response, recovery, and mitigation activity. If 
additional expenditure authorization in the 
statewide integrated governmental management 
application (SIGMA) is approved by the state 
budget office under this section, the department 
and the state budget office shall notify the 
subcommittees and the senate and house fiscal 
agencies within 10 days after the approval. The 
notification shall include the amount and source 
and the additional authorization, the date of its 
approval, and the projected use of funds to be 
expended under the authorization. 

    

(4) The department shall foster, promote, and 
maintain partnerships to protect this state and 
homeland from all hazards. 

    

(5) The department shall maintain the staffing and 
resources necessary to do all of the following: 
 
(a) Serve approximately 105 local emergency 
management preparedness programs and 88 local 
emergency planning committees in this state. 
(b) Operate and maintain the state’s emergency 
operations center and provide command and 
control in support of emergency response services. 
(c) Maintain readiness, including training and 
equipment to respond to civil disorders and natural 
disasters commensurate with the capabilities of 
fiscal year 2010-2011. 
(d) Perform hazardous materials response training. 

    

(6) The department shall conduct a minimum of 3 
training sessions to enhance safe response in the 
event of natural or manmade incidents, 
emergencies, or disasters. 
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(7) In addition to the funds appropriated in part 1, 
there is appropriated from the disaster and 
emergency contingency fund an amount necessary 
to cover costs related to any disaster or emergency 
as defined in the emergency management act, 
1976 PA 390, MCL 30.401 to 30.421. Funds shall 
be expended as provided under sections 18 and 19 
of the emergency management act, 1976 PA 390, 
MCL 30.418 and 30.419, and R 30.51 to R 30.61 
of the Michigan Administrative Code. 

    

(8) Funds in the disaster and emergency 
contingency fund shall not be expended unless the 
state budget director approves the expenditure and 
the department and the state budget office notify 
the senate and house appropriations committees. 
If expenditures are made from the disaster and 
emergency contingency fund during a month, the 
department shall submit monthly reports to the 
senate and house fiscal agencies detailing the 
purpose of the expenditures. These monthly 
reports shall be submitted within 30 days after the 
end of the month during which funds from the 
disaster and emergency contingency fund were 
expended. 

    

(9) Upon the declaration of a state of emergency or 
disaster by the governor under section 3 of the 
emergency management act, 1976 PA 390, 
MCL 30.403, approval of the state budget director, 
and notification of the subcommittees and senate 
and house fiscal agencies, the director may 
expend funds appropriated from any source to any 
line item within part 1 for the purpose of paying the 
necessary and reasonable expenses incurred by 
the department in responding to or mitigating the 
effects of any emergency or disaster as those 
terms are defined in section 2 of the emergency 
management act, 1976 PA 390, MCL 30.402. 
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(10) The department shall track and report on a 
quarterly basis, as provided in section 217 of this 
part, the status of the department’s assessment of 
critical infrastructure vulnerabilities, including the 
protection status of critical infrastructure items 
identified by the assessment.
